In fact, I am not even sure how many years that we have been 

doing it . . . somewhere around 35 years, give or take.  I believe 

that it, originally, started out as a Beef Dinner to help raise funds 

for the Boys Scouts of Sacred Heart.  If anyone remembers the 

history, let me know! 

 It was very emotional and heartwarming at the end of the 

9:30 Mass last Sunday, when we all honored our own Nate 

Venesky, who just graduated from Boot Camp in the United 

States Marine Corps.  Nate graduated from McDowell High 

School in June, and has spent the last few months at Parris 

Island, South Carolina.  He came to Mass in his dress blues, and 

when I recognized him at the end of Mass, everyone stood up 

and gave him a sustained applause.  It was very emotional for us.  

Thanks, Nate, for what you are doing for us and our country.  

Let’s keep him, and all of our service women and men in our 

constant prayers.   

 This Sunday night, we are having our fall Reconciliation 

Service.  We have priests coming to hear confessions for as long 

as it takes.  Since it is such a long stretch of time between Lent 

and Advent, we have added a summer and fall Reconciliation 

Service, as well as the 51 Saturdays that the sacrament is offered 

from 3:30 to 4:00.  I have to say that I am rather disappointed at 

the attendance on these Sunday night services.  No one can 

convince me that football or golf means more to them than 

absolution.  I am also not overwhelmed with confessions on 

Saturdays … which tells me that there is a large majority of this 

parish that is not receiving the Sacrament, and I find that rather 

disturbing; especially, if parents are preventing their own 

children from receiving God’s grace of absolution.  Keep in 

mind, this sacrament was a creation of Jesus Himself, who did 

not want the people of God to torture themselves with guilt and 

shame.  He wanted them to know that the loving forgiveness of 

His Father was available to them.  All they had to do was repent 

from their sins, and ask His forgiveness.  So, on the night of the 

Resurrection, Jesus gave His authority to forgive sins in His 

Name to the first bishops, the first priests:  the Apostles.  Jesus 

said to them, in John 20:21-23, “As the Father has sent me, so I 

send you.  Receive the Holy Spirit.  If you forgive sins, they are 

forgiven them; if you hold them bound, they are held bound.”  

And, He sent them forth to forgive the sins of God’s people in 

His Name.  The ONLY guarantee that we have that our sins are 

forgiven is the Prayer of Absolution found at the end of the 

Sacrament of Reconciliation.  Please know, however, that only 

those in a “State of Grace” can receive the Eucharist.  If people 

haven’t gone to confession for a long time, they are not in a state 

of grace, and should not receive communion.  The Code of 

Canon Law (1983), as well as the Catechism of the Catholic 

Church (1994), both instituted by Pope John Paul II, states that 

the faithful should celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation at 

least “once a year.”  Personally, I find that rather lenient.  I try 

to encourage people to receive the sacrament at least once a 

month.  That is a great way to challenge, and conquer, our 

sinfulness.  Please come Sunday night.  And . . . bring the kids! 

  

 I have a wedding in Syracuse, New York, for a former 

parishioner from here and Blessed Sacrament, Eric Ginkel.  As 

of this writing, I am not sure who is presiding at the 4:30 Mass, 

but “Thanks for covering for me”!  Have a great week!  Sell 

those tickets!
