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 Again, I have to just greatly affirm 

the people of Sacred Heart for such 

generosity to the people of Haiti.  I 

think we have all spent some time 

watching the news or reading about the 

horrid tragedy of the earthquake a few weeks back.  If I heard it 

right, there is over 200,000 people who have died.  And, the ones 

who survived are left with nothing … no homes, no way to make 

a living, a country in ruins.  This parish has raised over $8,000 

for Catholic Relief Services, one of the first charities to arrive on 

the scene.  Thank you so much for digging deep into your 

pockets, when our own economy is still on edge.  God will truly 

bless you for the way that you have blessed a country in such 

desperate need. 

 It was heart-warming to hear about one of our Sacred Heart 

School graduates, and former parishioner, Dr. Mark Rastetter, 

M.D., the son of John & Jane Rastetter.  Every since Mark was a 

young student at SHS, he had always had a gift of caring for the 

underprivileged.  Now a physician in Chicago, Mark traveled 

immediately to Haiti with a group of doctors, nurses, and social 

workers, and set up a clinic on a soccer field.  By the way, this 

was his 3rd trip to Haiti in recent years.  But, he said the 

devastation is overwhelming, and that generations of families 

were wiped out and destroyed.  God bless him and those other 

people who just got on a plane, with very little preparation, and 

went down to do the Work of the Lord.  Mark has since returned, 

exhausted; and, he is already preparing for a scheduled medical-

missionary trip to Africa in March.  Let’s not forget all of the 

other needy and troubled places in the world.  Let’s also keep 

Dr. Mark in our prayers, and ask God to continue to bless him in 

his work … and send us more doctors and nurses just like him. 

 Next weekend is Commitment Sunday for the 2010 Catholic 

Services Appeal.  This weekend, then, is the annual homily on it 

… which, you already know that, since you are reading this, I 

hope, after Mass!  I apologize to the visitors this weekend, but 

an annual “money talk” from the Pastor is necessary, and it gives 

the parishioners a chance to know about the complexities of our 

expenses.  For the past years that I have been Pastor of Sacred 

Heart, so many of you have responded so well to my requests to 

you for this appeal.  And, when you look at the properties now, 

compared to several years ago, we should be very proud.  The 

new church windows … the parking lot … the sidewalks … the 

roof repairs … the fencing … the fire-protections system … the 

new bell system are all as a result of the great generosity of so 

many people of this parish.  Last year, we had a 52% 

participation!!!  That is about 13% over the diocesan average!!!  

I would like us to continue that.  The bell tower, we have 

recently learned, is in desperate need of pointing and repairs.  

And, we would like to replace the original 1953 windows to the 

auditorium, allowing for a much better energy efficiency down 

there.  If possible, we need to begin to replace the curbs along 

Liberty Street, and other parts of the block.  (We have been very 

blessed with the boiler in the school.  It has not needed any 

major repairs … yet.  A huge “thanks” goes out to the boiler 

crew of the Erie School District for that!!)  I would like to appeal 

to the other 48% to make 2010 the year that you help out, too!  

This parish belongs to all of us.  This year, our Diocesan Goal 

is $47,745 … and our Parish Goal will be $100,000.  

Remember:  EVERYTHING OVER AND ABOVE OUR 

DIOCESAN GOAL STAYS HERE!!!  If we reach $100,000 

again, our projects and repairs will be easily paid for.  But, we 

need everyone’s help.  In 2009, we had pledges of $120,000 … 

and, as of this writing, we are still looking for $14,000 of that.  

So, gather the family together this week, and pray about what 

you can pledge.  Young people can make pledges, too! 

 Congratulations to our neighbors at Blessed Sacrament 

School on celebrating 70 years!!  “The Home of the Bulldogs” 

has become “home” to many of our kids from Sacred Heart.  I 

spent 4 years of my priesthood with them … from 1995-1999 … 

and have great memories with them.  It is a great school, and we 

offer our congratulations and our prayers that they continue 

offering such wonderful education in the Catholic faith.  Go 

Bulldogs!!
