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Please allow me to ask for your
prayers for many of our priests;
especially, in this “Year of the Priest”,
as designated by Pope Benedict XVI.
Over the past month, some of our guys
have had serious health problems. Right now, as I write this, we
have our retired priests covering 3 parishes, for their Pastors
needed surgery ... from an embolism in a lung, to knee
replacement, to colon cancer ... all during Lent, the busiest time
of the year. Besides those three, we have one of our retired men
covering St. Boniface Church in Kersey, since their Pastor, Fr.
John Kuzilla, died several weeks ago. Bishop Trautman has
been having a difficult time finding coverage for all these
parishes; especially, when a parish may be about 20 miles away
from the nearest one. (It is a little easier in Erie, when there are
parishes only a mile away.) However, it is a lot to ask a 78 year-
old retired priest to drive 2 hours in the snow to cover a Sunday
Mass. To let you know, I have made an offer to Bishop
Trautman and our Vicar General, Msgr. Bob Smith, to send me
if there is a real need ... it would be easier for some of our
retired guys, living in Erie, to cover Sacred Heart, while I go
down in the Diocese, should the need arise. So far, they haven’t
taken me up on my offer. But, if they do, please understand the
need for the younger clergy to “step up to the plate”, and help
out our ailing, older priests.

The Funeral Mass for Carla Rondinelli was a wonderful
experience of faith and friendship last Monday evening. At only
41 years old, she just recently learned of a diagnosis of very rare
heart cancer. Carla was so instrumental a few years ago,
coordinating one effort after another to try to keep Sacred Heart
School open and alive. It was so heartwarming to see our last
two Principals there: Kathy Keys, now enjoying full-time
“grandparenting”; and Jeff Lipiec, now the Principal of Our
Lady of Peace School. Sister Claudia Dombrowski, the Principal
of Cathedral Prep, came to honor Carla & Mike’s son, A.J., a
sophomore at Prep. It was good to see so many former SHS
families come, who have since moved out of the parish ... as
well as many families from Blessed Sacrament School, where
Jimmy now attends. Carla would’ve been so embarrassed by
such wonderful outpouring of love and sympathy. She will be
surely missed ... but, never forgotten. Be at rest, Carla. And,
thanks so much for all you had done for us.

You may have heard the new carillon/bell system that we
have just installed. It is a great system, and there is so much that
we can do with it! (It is going to take a bit to figure it all out ...)
But, it has a selection of over 1,000 songs ... and, it can be
programmed up to 25 years, if we ever need to! Thanks to the
monies from last year’s Catholic Services Appeal, we were able
to make the initial payment for it. We are waiting upon about
$8,800 to come in from last year. Once that comes in, we will
make final payment on it. As for this year, we are about $20,000
behind last year, at this time. Even though we have practically
matched the amount of pledges (213 by the 3" week in 2010 ...
210 by the 3™ week in 2009), we are considerably behind.
However, we do have pledges of almost $72,000 towards a
Diocesan Goal of almost $48,000, and a Parish Goal of
$100,000. And, that is good! But, that comes from only 26% of
the parish, so far. Please talk with your family members, pray
about it, and let’s see what you and your family can do to help
Bishop Trautman maintain all the ministries and services of the
Diocese of Erie, as well as our own parish projects. Remember,

this next year, we have to do considerable repairs to the bell
tower, replace the auditorium windows, and replace the Liberty
Street curb.

Next week is our 57" annual Spaghetti Dinner! You know
it, and I know it: it is NOT to be missed! 1 always look forward
to this Friday ... the days the ladies of the Altar Society get
together to make about 5,000 meatballs. Each year, without
missing one!, I will try to eat one, just to get their Oregano
flying, and they all start yelling at me. I always say, “Ladies,
who'’s been condemned to Hell for eating a meatball on a Friday
in Lent!” And, they all start screaming even louder! I love it!

Have a great 3™ Week of Lent! Don’t forget: plan to come
to the Easter Vigil!
